iversification — that is, spreading your

protecting against volatility. Here are two

Portfolio funds. A “fund of funds,”
a portfolio fund invests in a pre-selected
package of complementary mutual funds
designed to meet a specific investor profile,

comfort level.

Balanced funds. A balanced fund has a
mix of investments from the three main

asset classes: equities, fixed-income, and
cash-equivalent securities.

The performance of each of these asset
classes is often not in sync with the other
kinds. In other words, different types of
investments move in different directions.
Investing in a balanced fund means that
you'll always have some exposure 1o the
best-performing asset class, no matter which
one it happens to be,

The management style of balanced funds
can vary.

o maximize performance; others take a
conservative tack to emphasize stability.
